Discussion Items:

· Neal Retzer present data from 3 projects in Regions 1 and 6 showing variable Rice values throughout the projects.
· Richard Zamora presented data from a Region 2 project showing variable Rice values throughout the project.  Based on CP 56, the Rice values increased twice, decreased and then increased again, resulting in 4 Form 43’s attributed to the Rice.
· Based on the data presented, the task force agreed that the best method to address the fluctuating Rice’s was to use some daily measurement of the Rice for determination of field densities.  
· Many issues were raised regarding use of a daily rice value, including the need to include Rice as part of the check testing program for gradation projects, Rice testing frequency, minimum number of tests required through a day and communication of results.
· The task force agreed to review specifications from other agencies that rely on an average Rice value when determining percent compaction as a starting point.
Action Items:

· Richard Zamora and Neal Retzer will search other state DOT websites for specifications.
· Bob Ekstrom will gather information from Utah and New Mexico regarding their specifications.
· Larry Kanoza will review Wyoming’s specification and will ask Robert Lester to provide information from other DOT’s he has worked with.
· John Cheever will provide information from Massachusetts, Maryland, the Dakotas and Nevada.
