Key Issues:
1) Qualifications of QA Technicians. 
The proposed revision to CP-13 was approved at the May 17th MAC meeting.
2) 
Statewide consistency of forms used to report results. 

The CDOT “long report” will be used in millennium asphalt. 
A list of minimum elements on the industry report was developed.

3) 
Check testing for bulk specific gravity on cores. 
A revision to CP-13 was approved at the May 17th MAC meeting. 
Data will be collected this year on cores to determine the maximum difference and acceptable check test limits to be used in CP-13. 

4) Variability of bulk specific gravity for lab compacted pucks.
A revision to CP-44 was approved at the May 17th MAC meeting.
