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Increased RAP Usage Results in Energy Conservation & Reduction in Green House Gas Emissions:  One very interesting technical session at the recent NAPA Annual Meeting was a presentation on the environmental benefits of using recycled asphalt pavement (RAP).  According to research conducted by Granite Construction (and presented at TRB), the use of 20% RAP in HMA mixes results in a 15% reduction in green house gas emissions and a 15% conservation in fuel.   (2-2010)
