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The meeting started with self introductions.

The first item for discussion was the revision to the pilot specification.  Industry was wary of changing the IRI payment levels until we had data from this year’s pilot projects.  Results will not be available until the projects are completed, and three projects will have results in the next two weeks.  Eric distributed a table showing other state’s payment levels and how CDOT’s current & proposed level compare.  The current levels are fairly generous compared to the national levels.  Currently CDOT’s full pay level is at the maximum incentive level for the national level.  The new CDOT proposed levels match the nation level averages.
Industry brought up the need for more research in determining the IRI levels.  Richard and Eric made the point that other states have already done this and CDOT shouldn’t have to repeat this work.

Industry was informed that any revisions had to be completed by the September MAC so that they could be forwarded to the Specification Committee.  CDOT would also like to increase the number of pilots 3 to 4 times.
The percent improvement requirements may be too high for a contractor to achieve in urban areas.  CDOT will examine this and prepare changes to the percent improvement specification.

A constant theme in the meeting was to have a training class and profiler comparison.  The class would be developed by CDOT for project personnel and contractor personnel who use and analyze the profiler data.  The class will provide an overview of the CDOT specification, data interpretation of the results, how to use the computer software to obtain results and use of ProVAL to locate areas of localized roughness.  The class should be held this winter prior to the industries’ conferences.
A round-up of profilers will also be needed.  This round-up will allow the contractors to compare their results with the CDOT profiler.  This round-up will be performed after the training class.
