Jay Goldbaum, as the chairperson, brought the meeting to order at 1:10 p.m.

Self-introductions were made.

A copy of CDOT Report Number CDOT-DTD-R-2001-18 entitled “Cost-Benefit Evaluation Committee Materials and Workmanship Warranties for Hot Bituminous Pavement” was distributed to members. It was mentioned that Roberto is currently working on updating the data for short-term warranties.

Jay mentioned it was CDOT intent to continue the evaluation of short-term warranties however, based on the CDOT report, some specification improvements were needed.

The purpose of this meeting was to listen to CAPA member’s concerns with the specifications along with finding areas for upgrading the current specification. 

Comments from CAPA members:

1. CDOT should specify minimum PG binder grades.

2. Weigh-in-motion stations are not required for short-term warranties.

3. Clearer guidance was needed for the start of the warranty if a project has multiple phases.

4. Review distress thresholds-clearer guidance was needed for recommended remedial action e.g. longitudinal cracking, top down cracking, and raveling. Allow some latitude in the repair options.

5. Project selection guidelines should be enhanced and followed.

6. Enhancements are needed to the contractor’s mix design to avoid 3-year mix designs. Quality controls on aggregates should be specified.

7. The PET worked well.

8. Better evaluation of the existing pavement is needed. Areas of the existing pavement may need to be excluded from warranties. 

9. Need quality control on the work.

10. Verification test results should be returned to the contractor quickly.

11. Bonding companies have mentioned some concerns with warranties.

12. A CDOT implementation plan should be developed that clearly outlines the goal of CDOT.

The CAPA members agreed to the following specification modifications:

1. Minimum PG binder grade should be specified and transverse cracking would not be a warranted distress.

2. The installation of Weigh-In-Motion stations will not be required on every project unless the CDOT Division of Transportation Development recommends one for the project. Rutting will remain as a warranted distress.

3. The warranty period will start when the top lift is placed and traffic is in the final configuration.

4. Top down cracking is a warranted distress. Some latitude in repair options once distress thresholds have been exceeded.

5. Enhance the project selection guidelines.

6. Some minimum aggregate requirements for the mix design.

Action Items:

· CDOT will revise the specifications.

· CDOT will draft a warranty implementation plan.

· CDOT will draft guidelines for a Warranty Assessment Team to review projects as early as possible to ensure the design is appropriate for a short-term warranty.

The next meeting will be November 18th at 1.00 p.m. to be held a CDOT’s teleconference center (Headquarters’ Building Room 225).

The meeting ended at 3:30 p.m. and apple pie was distributed to the task force members.
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
